What an amazing place is Prince Edward Island. The landscape on the Island reminds me how  
beautiful that part of Canada is, every time I return from it or close my eyes.

Prince Edward Island is a jewel in my painter’s toolbox — a place of quiet brilliance and enduring 
clarity. With each visit, the island reveals itself anew, offering fresh vistas and unexpected pathways 

that invite exploration and, inevitably, translation onto canvas. What feels familiar is never static;  
it shifts gently with the light, the seasons, and my own way of seeing.

My most recent journey in September, brought me back to beloved locations I have painted  
before, yet it also opened my eyes to the understated elegance of the island’s simpler forms.  

There is a deepening in my vision each time I return — a growing ability to notice, to pause, and to 
appreciate what might once have gone unseen. I remain drawn to the charm of fishing huts and 
weathered boats, the striking contrast of red clay cliffs against soft white beaches. But this year,  

 it was the vast, expressive skies that held me. I found myself taking liberties there—infusing them 
with the island’s vibrant hues — while the gently rolling landscapes, often punctuated by humble 

farm structures, grounded the work in a quiet, enduring rhythm.

On the very last day of my visit, in the very last few hours, something magical happened — I found 
the exact beautiful poplar trees I had painted years ago thanks to Dave Stewart. I knew I had to paint 
them again. And the grandchild of the man who planted these years ago came out to talk to me and 

give me their history. That is PEI. It is about the people and the scenery.

This new collection is both a rediscovery and a revelation: a revisiting of cherished memories and  
a renewed celebration of the island’s natural beauty.

It showcases the shallow, sandy 
rivers, in particular la Rivière-du-Nord, and the always present hardy, black spruces 

(that I captured in reds) stacked along its shores. The skyline portrays the  
Precambrian rock mountains of the Laurentian Shield with their soft, rolling,  

distinguishable peaks.  I wanted the viewer to imagine themselves on the river,  
travelling its course - on an unforgettable autumn day.

Entrelacs.  The Entrelacs collection is about a well-kept secret of an unexpected pine 
forest hidden behind the small village of Entrelacs where my studio is located in the 

Laurentians, Québec. I came across this hidden secret last winter while Phil and  
I were snowmobiling with friends along the many trails in the Laurentian Hills.  

I marveled at the size of the forest and the number of tall stately pine trees. I knew 
then that I needed to revisit the forest in the fall as I could not get it out of my mind.

I must share with you an anecdote about Salmon Point, a boathouse painting on Lake 
Rosseau. I remember two people who collect my work who both left their places to 
purchase the very same painting on the opening day of my show at the Toronto Art 

Expo. Ted left from Oshawa by train and Glen left Markham by car. Ted made it to the 
booth 15 minutes before Glen and immediately purchased the invitation piece from 

Muskoka. Glen arrived and said he would purchase the painting. Ted smiled proudly. 

The artist’s story behind a painting is rarely the same story for the one who acquires the 
painting. For Ted, the painting represents the time spent as a young man in Muskoka 

when he would spend one month each year in a boathouse along the lake, tanned all 
day and only got dressed for dinner at the Clevelands House. For him it captures those 

beautiful memories. I received a handwritten letter from Ted, which I still have and  
treasure, to let me know how much the painting meant to him. Knowing how  

my art makes people feel inspires me to paint even more.

I was invited by the Rideau Club in Ottawa  
to speak about my art. The club has purchased  

one of four Forest Symphony Collection  
paintings and it hangs proudly at the Rideau Club. 

A gentle breeze was blowing through the forest as  
I walked along a familiar trail in Gatineau Park. I was  

alone with my camera seeking photo opportunities as I  
approached one of the many lookouts. By the time I reached 

the edge of the escarpment to view the beautiful Ottawa 
Valley below, the breeze became stronger. A forceful wind 

began to shake the beech and maple branches extending  
and moving them back and forth similar to the motions of 

a conductor of a symphony. And the sound of the blowing 
wind through the woods resembled the music of that  

symphony. I spent several minutes at this location listening  
to the “forest symphony”. This painting successfully captures 

the trees reaching out and touching one another. I used a 
deep magenta colour to create the rear wall of the forest. 
This deep shade prevents our eyes from travelling inside  

the forest but encourages the viewer to observe the  
foreground where the symphony is occurring. The violet 

 accent in the central portion of the canvas is what  
makes this painting so appealing.

Tom Thomson, one of the greatest Canadian artists who inspired the group of seven, perished in 
Canoe Lake. No one really knows whether it was an accident or whether it was the revenge of a 

lover, but what we do know is that some of his best work is from this region.

Many thanks to Bob Lawson who took me on a private expedition on Canoe Lake. I wanted to 
visit Tom Thomson’s Memorial Cairn at Hayhurst Point. By the afternoon, Bob and I saw a storm 
developing in the distance and the waters becoming choppy. I knew I still had many places left 

to visit and paint and that it was no time to disappear to the bottom of the lake. at least not  
yet. While we were boarding the canoe, the rains started and the sky darkened. We considered 

waiting out the storm but decided, if we stuck close to shore, we would make it back to the 
docks before the worst of the storm hit the lake. We were both experienced canoeists. Out of 

nowhere, a row boat approached the Tom Thomson memorial site, containing a family of seven 
people, including grandparents. We could see they were inexperienced oarsmen. We tried 

pointing to the sky and told them that a bad storm was approaching and that they should turn 
around but they spoke no English. We waited at the dock to ensure they returned safely. They did.

Gordon HarrisonBorn in Montréal, Gordon Harrison showed an interest in art 
at an early age. Enthralled by the natural world surrounding 

him, he followed his passion choosing to study Landscape 
Architecture at the University of Toronto.

Mainly self-taught, Gordon has studied at the Ottawa School 
of Art and was highly influenced by one of Canada’s foremost 
artists, Québec’s Jean-René Richard (1895-1982). He produces 
impressive collections of Canadian landscapes from his travels 
across Canada.

He 
uses these destinations as his inspiration, recreating them through his own vision.
